On the strength of Article 90 of the Constitution of the Islamic
Republic of Iran: “Whoever has a complaint concerning the work of the
Assembly or the executive power, or the judicial power can forward his
complaint in writing to the Assembly. The Assembly must investigate
his complaint and give a satisfactory reply. In cases where the complaint
relates to the executive or the judiciary, the Assembly must demand
a proper investigation into the matter and an adequate explanation
from them, and announce the results within a reasonable time. In cases
where the subject of the complaint is of public interest, the reply must
be made public.”

Regarded as one of the specialized Commission of the Islamic
Consultative Assembly, the Article 90 Commission performs the task
assigned to the Parliamentby virtue of Article 90 of the Constitution of the
Islamic Republic of Iran. The Commission supervises the performance
of the executive, judiciary and legislative branches by virtue of various
Articles of the Constitution, especially Article 90 thereof. The aforesaid
Commission can directly correspond with or refer to the Three Powers
and all the ministries, departments and organizations affiliated
therewith, foundations and revolution institutions, and those somehow
related to one of the above-mentioned Powers; it can also ask for an
explanation to deal with the complaints that have not been answered
by the relevant officials or have not been given a convincing answer,
and they are obliged to provide an adequate answer tout de suite. After
being presented to the Board of Governors, the report of the Article 90
Commission will be placed on the agenda of the Parliament and read in
the first public session.

Since complaints about the performance of government-affiliated
bodies are made in the Administrative Court of Justice, and complaints
againstjudicial institutions can also be pursued by referring to the higher
authorities of the Judiciary, the philosophy of the said Commission is
therefore related to the time when public complaints have failed to
bear fruit or impossible to be lodged, and when a person objects to
the behavior of an authority. The Article 90 Commission is in fact the
authority to complain about the modus operandi of the Three Powers.




Duties & Legal Powers of Article 90 Commission

According to Article 90 of the Constitution as well as the enactments
and internal regulations of the Islamic Consultative Assembly, the
duties and legal powers of the aforesaid Commission are outlined as
hereinunder:

1) Investigating the modus operandi of the legislative, executive
and judicial branches and officials thereof, as well as handling
the relevant complaints, and demanding answers from the said
authorities;

2) Announcing the results of proceedings and informing the public in
cases where the issue is related thereto;

3) Examining the reports read by the specialized commissions from the
Parliament’s Podium according to requests, and announcing the
results to the Parliament;

4) Sending correspondence and referring to the Three Powers,
ministries, departments, organizations affiliated therewith,
foundations, revolution institutions and bodies that are somehow
related to one of the aforementioned Powers;

5) Declaring to the competent judicial authorities to implement legal
penalties for the non-responsiveness of officials to the Commission,
or failure thereof to respond correctly, or failure thereof to respond
to the Commission’s invitations;

6) Dispatching an inspector(s) to investigate and review the complaints
received, and the relevant authorities are obliged to cooperate
therewith;

7) Declaring the violations committed by the officials of the institutions
(while discharging duties assigned thereto) to the competent
judicial authorities for out-of-turn proceedings;

8) Taking legal action regarding the final report of investigations
received from specialized commissions;



9) Submitting reports related to the public to the Parliament Speaker,
and reading them during open sessions of the Parliament; and

10) Requesting to conduct an extraordinary inspection from the General
Inspection Organization.

Structure of Article 90 Commission

The said Commission has eight permanent and 13 other members
elected as per Article 32 of the internal bylaw of the Islamic Consultative

Assembly. The Commission has two departments:

- Department of Handling Modus Operandi & Complaints:

The Department deals with the modus operandi of, reports and
complaints against the Three Powers (executive, legislative and judicial
branches). Exclusive committees can be formed for each of the three
mentioned branches as needed. The lawmakers, consultants and experts

of the Article 90 Commission are members of the said Department.

- Department of Executive Affairs:

The Department was formed to manage executive affairs. The
lawmakers are members of the said Department.

Ever since the beginning of the 11th legislative period starting from
28 May 2022, the Article 90 Commission - by separating the titles
related to the defense of citizen’s rights — has formed relevant working
groups in these areas, which directly play a significant role in improving
the status of citizens’ human rights and handling public complaints.
In the following, the components of the Department of Dealing with
the Performance, Complaints or Reports of the Three Powers and the
relevant working groups will be briefly discussed.



1) Dealing with Modus Operandi of Executive
Branch & Complaints:

The responsibility of handling the modus operandi of and complaints
against the executive branch rests with one of the vice presidents, with
one of the Commission members being elected and responsible to
act as the vice-chairman. The department has been formed of three:
a) cultural, welfare and social, b) economic, technical and civil, and c)

political, military and security committees.

2) Dealing with Modus Operandi of Judicial Branch
& Complaints:

The responsibility of handling the modus operandi of and complaints
against the judicial branch falls on one of the vice presidents, with
one of the Commission members being elected and responsible to act
as the vice-chairman. For this area, a committee dubbed the Judicial
Committee has been formed to deal with the working methods and
complaints received from the Judiciary and its affiliated organizations
as well as the Ministry of Justice. Since June 2020, with the formation
of the 11th term of the Islamic Consultative Assembly, the four working
groups of the judicial committee were determined as follows in line
with the supervisory duties and handling of public rights:

- Addressing the situation of prisoners, improving the quality and
quantity of prisons and monitoring the performance of the State

Prisons Organization;

- Addressing the situation of reducing the criminal population and

applying alternative punishments to imprisonment;



- Dealing with the frequency of complaints of individuals against

government organizations in the Administrative Court of Justice; and

- Dealing with the issue of respect for the property rights of individuals
and monitoring the implementation of the Comprehensive Cadaster !

Law and enjoying citizens from benefits thereof and notary credit.

3) Dealing with Modus Operandi of Legislative Branch
(Special Affairs) & Complaints:

The responsibility of this area rests with the Head of the Article
90 Commission. The Organizing Committee of the Parliament and
Lawmakers has been formed to deal with the performance of the Islamic
Consultative Assembly, lawmakers thereof, commissions, branches, the
Supreme Audit Court, the Research Center, etc., and the complaints
lodged thereagainst. The responsible working groups tasked with
overseeing the safeguarding of citizens’ and human rights are:

- Working group to monitor the behavior of lawmakers; and
- Working group of the regulatory sector for the transfer of state
enterprises.

Statistical Performance of Article 90 Commission
(21 May 2020 — 22 September 2022)

During the said period, a total of 5,367 complaints were submitted
to the Islamic Consultative Assembly’s Article 90 Commission. In order
to deal with the complaints that have been recognized in the working

jurisdiction of the Commission, 8,347 correspondences have been made

with the relevant authorities and 9,100 answers, either intermediate or
definitive, have beenregistered, and 1,996 responses from the institutions
have also been sent to the claimants.
